Marketing - These cookies are used to track advertising effectiveness to provide a
more relevant service and deliver better ads to suit your interests.

Functional - These cookies collect data to remember choices users make to
improve and give a more personalised experience.

Analytics - These cookies help us to understand how visitors interact with our
website, discover errors and provide better overall analytics.
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The below cookies may also be included on the site, these can only be
disabled by declining all cookies.

Social Features - This would be social like or share buttons used on the site, or if a
social media advertising campaign is linked to the site.

Custom Code - Custom code is any piece of code embedded on the site that wasn't
written by Wix e.g. widgets.

Third Party Apps - These are apps featured on the site that are not made by Wix,
they are developed and controlled by third parties.
